Snow Removal Policy

Be it resolved that we do hereby adopt the following as the municipal snow removal policy; 
 

1. Municipal Roads have FIRST priority; private lanes may be cleared during regular hours at the discretion of the 
operator. 

 
2. All requests for the pushing back of snow from private access laneways must be made to the Municipal Office. 

 
3. Snow removal services on private laneways will only be provided to property owners and/or residents that have 

signed a release for plowing as attached as Schedule “A”. 
 

4. All requests will be forwarded to the municipal office; the RM will inspect the site to ensure that adequate 
turnaround is available.  All sites must be approved by the Municipal Staff. 
 

5. Chargeable time is at the discretion of the RM. 
 

6. Private lanes including any obstructions are to be clearly marked. 
 

7. Damages to Municipal property incurred while clearing snow shall be the responsibility of the property owner. 
Said damages shall be at the sole discretion of the RM. 
 

8. The municipality will not be responsible for any damages incurred during the snow clearing operations on 
private property including damage to buildings, grain bins, fences, landscaping etc. 
 

9. The municipality will not be responsible for any personal items that are left on public property including 
municipal roads, boulevards and public sidewalks damaged during snow removal. 
 

10. The municipality may determine it necessary to establish snow traps on private property; private landowners 
must give permission. 
 

11. Snow removal work requested will be billed at the custom rate as follows: 
 

$100.00 per hour Minimum Charge $50.00 
 

12. Snow removal will only be completed in a cost effective manner.
